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Statistically speaking.....

In Jefferson County approximately 60% -
85% of all home burglaries and vehicle
break-ins are unforced. Thieves will target
unlocked vehicles in driveways and on the
street. Homes have been entered through
garage doors left open, doors left unlocked
and open windows. Thieves will look for the
easiest way to take your property!
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Opportunity doesn’t always knock!
Removing the opportunity for crime to occur is
the most important thing you can do!

Crime Triangle

= Removing valuables from your
vehicle or putting your property
out of view can reduce the
temptation for theft.

= Don'’t leave your keys in your
car, even when it’s in the
garage.

= You have the power to remove
the opportunity from the crime
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Home Security Checklist

Trim all trees up from the ground by 5-6 feet.

Trim bushes and shrubs down below all windows. ”\\\»
Install motion detection lighting front and back. i
Use a “Charlie Bar” to secure rear sliding glass door. > B
Secure gates leading to your back yard. -’;_ *
Ensure garage doors are closed and locked. |
Lock door between garage and house.

Remove any home or vehicle keys from garage.

Close blinds and/or shades.

Replace short door strike plate screws with longer ones.,
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Home Security Suggestions

5/8 inch screw > passsees
1 % inch screw > =
3 Y, inch screw - '

Replace short door strike plate
screws (5/8 inch to 1 %2 inch)
with 3 — 3 Y2 inch long screws.
This is the preferred length for
